Speakers included George Ferguson, the elected Mayor and Inspector Keith Rundle  
from Avon and Somerset Police. Her Majesty’s High Sherriff of Bristol and a host of 
friends attended as 15 fully trained Street Pastors were prayed for and commissioned  
by Eustace Constance, from The Ascension Trust.  
 

They immediately leapt into action and started their first patrol after the service,  
supported by Eustace and his wife from The Ascension Trust and some representatives 
from Kingswood Street Pastors. They lived to tell the tale and are currently covering four 
Saturday nights a month from 10.30pm - 3.30am.
