Following last year's successful visit by coffee grower producer Jitzy Centeno,  Sandra Rojas, a sesame grower, is visiting South Gloucestershire  and Bristol in a  programme organised by Bristol Link with Nicaragua, and the Fairtrade steering groups of both Councils.  The schools programme is the only one of its kind in the country, and helped Bristol win a national award from the Fairtrade Foundation last year.
